	OMO: Marble Roll
You will need a cardboard box, marker, and a marble.
1. Cut 5 small U-shaped holes along the top of one side of the box. 
2. Turn the box over so the holes are along the floor and look like little tunnels. Write the numerals 1, 2, 3, 4 and 5 on top of the tunnels.
3. Have your child roll the marble into the tunnels.
Encourage your child to keep track of when the marble 
goes into each tunnel, and add up those numbers.  For example, if they roll the marble into the tunnels 1, 3, 3, 5, 
their score would be 12!
 
	WMF:  Acrostic Poem
You will need paper, a pencil, and crayons or markers.
1. Ask your child to think of all the things they love about their teacher. What specific words can they think of that describe their teacher(s)? Write each letter of their teacher's name down the left side of the paper.
2. Encourage your child to write a description for each letter of their teacher's name (for example: S=silly, A=always helps, M=marvelous, etc.). Help your child write their ideas if needed.
3. Tell your child to decorate the poem so you can take a picture for their teacher to see!                                               
 
	MMB: Tissue Dance
You will need a tissue and music.
1. Have your child put a tissue on their head. Explain that they can't touch the tissue once it is on their head.
2. Start playing some music. Ask your chlld to dance, but don't let the tissue fall off their head!
3. See how long your child can dance without letting the tissue fall off their head.
 
Make it a family game by giving everyone a tissue. The last one with the tissue still on their head wins!
	HH:  Sock Match
You will need freshly laundered socks.
1. Engage your child in a matching game while they learn valuable life skills. Have your child help you to match pairs of clean socks. 
2. Once the socks are paired up, encourage them to fold the socks and sort them into piles based on who they think each pair belongs to. 
3. Once you have "checked their work", ask your child to bring the socks to their correct owner so they can be put away.
