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	Text1: Gus's Garage by Leo Timmers
	Text2: -There are a lot of rhyming words in this book. Talk to your child about rhyming words, and give some examples. Can they catch on? Can they tell you a few other words that might rhyme?
 
-If possible, listen to the story again. Pause after each animal says what they need. Ask your child why they think the animal needs it. For example, why did the giraffe need warm air? Or why did the walrus need water?
	Text3:  Bath Time
 1. At the end of his long day of work, Gus needed to take a shower. 
 
2. Put some warm water and a little bit of gentle soap in a low container, and pick a few animals, dolls, or other items that are able to get wet. 
 
3. If possible, add a wash cloth, tooth brush, or other items your child could use to clean toys. 
 
4. Let your child give the toys a bath, just like at the end of the book when Gus had to get clean.
 
5. Lay down a towel for the toys to air dry when they are clean.
 
For added fun, do this activity outside!
	Text4: Recycled Materials
1. Gather a few recycled materials from around the house. Tape, glue, or string could be used as well.
 
2. Talk to your child about how Gus used materials from around his shop to fix all of the vehicles that came to him. 
 
3. Choose an animal figure that you have and work with your child to build a vehicle for that animal. 
 
4. Encourage your child to gather other items, such as blocks, vehicles, etc. to recreate Gus's garage for the vehicle that they built.
